2008 Styles competition. Beers entered in the Open competition should be entered in brown crown

bottles and entered as a specific style (can be experimental). Four scores in the styles and open

competition during the year will be counted. The Mead/Cider competition will be judged offsite but

entries must be turned in during the monthly meeting corresponding to the competition (April, August,
December). The competition committee will establish rules and regulations for the competitions.
